Dadhici Divas observed 

5th March: Dadhici Divas was observed on 5th March '21 at Dadhici hill, Ananda Nagar. On 5th March 

1967, Ananda Nagar was attacked by communist miscreants and five dedicated monks were murdered. 

The court, after a prolonged trial, found 18 persons including the Block Development Officer of Joypur, 

guilty of the crime and sentenced them to varying prison times. 

On this day ( BABA termed as ‘Dadhici Divas’) all the Ashramites, as well as all Ananda Marga Units of the 

world, observed fasting for twelve hour without water. Also there was three hour Akhanda Kiirtana and 

collective Iishvar Pranidhan performed at Power house. After the Kiirtana was over, everyone went to 

Dadhici hill with a Kiirtana rally. 

After reaching Dadhici hill everyone offered flowers at the Pancha Dadhici Alter. After that Prabhat 

Samgiit, collective Kiirtana and Iishvar Pranidhan were done. Then oath was recited by Acarya 

Mohanananda Avadhuta and everyone took the oath. The significance of Dadhici day was explained by 

eye witness Shrii Radhu Paramanik of Guridih village, Acarya Mohanananda Avadhuta, also Acarya 

Narayanananda Avadhuta, Acarya Kalyaneshvarananda Avadhuta, Acarya Gurudattananda Avadhuta and 

Acarya Muktananda Avadhuta. At the end of the day, everyone broke the fast with lemon water. 

Khichuri Prasad was distributed. 

Oath recited on Dadhicii Day: Until we exterminate the evil force which caused the murder of our five 

brothers, we will not repose, we will not repose, we will not repose. 
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Shraddhanusthan at Shyampur 

5th March: Shraddhanusthan(Shraddha ceremony) of late Smt Manorama Bandopadhyay of Shyampur 

Village was performed as per Ananda Marga Caryacarya at her residence. Avdhutika Ananda Anumaya 

Acarya conducted the Shraddha ceremony. This program started with Prabhat Samgiit, Baba Nama
